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John 14:1-6
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We begin the month of May with great joy as we see
our young people say yes to their faith in celebrating
the Sacrament of Confirmation. After their time of
preparation, each of them desires to follow Jesus in a
new way, living an authentic Christian life with their
families and friends, as disciples and witnesses of the
Lord. Each step requires courage, trust, and the grace
of the Holy Spirit received in their anointing through
the laying on of hands by our Bishop.

Today’s Gospel brings us to the Upper Room, where
Jesus speaks tenderly to His disciples before His
farewell. Knowing their fears, He consoles them: “Do
not let your hearts be troubled.” He assures them that
they are not alone and that He goes to prepare a place
for them. These words fill our hearts with hope and
remind us that our journey of faith always leads us
closer to Him.

This is the horizon for our young people, their families,
and for all of us. Every yes to Jesus opens the heart to
trust in Him who is the way, the truth, and the life. We
desire to remain with Him, to walk with Him, and to
discover the beauty of a life lived in His love.

The Sacrament of Confirmation is not the end, but the
completion of baptismal grace and the beginning of a
more mature life in faith. Through the gifts of the Holy
Spirit, our young people are strengthened to live with
courage, hope, and charity. They are sent forth to bring
the light of Christ into their homes, their friendships,
and their daily lives. In this way, their lives become a
joyful witness to God’s presence in the world.

Don Bosco, with the heart of a loving father, shared
this hope in his well-known dream of the roses: a
beautiful path covered with flowers, yet filled with
thorns. It is the image of the Christian life — a journey
of joy and sacrifice, love and perseverance. At the end
of the path, he saw Dominic Savio and many others
waiting for him in a magnificent garden. This reminds
us that when we walk faithfully with the Lord, even
through difficulties, we are led to the joy prepared for
us by God.

With gratitude and affection, we look upon our young
people, their families, their catechists, and all who
have accompanied them. We keep them in our prayers,
asking that, united in the Eucharist, we may all learn to
follow Jesus, the way, the truth, and the life, and grow
together as a Church journeying toward the Father’s
house.

May Mary Help of Christians, Mother and Teacher,
accompany them, protect them, and gently lead them
always to her Son.

Congratulations to our newly confirmed young people,
their families, and our entire parish community!
